The story of this charismatic winemaker is an inspiring one,
for although she doesn't come from a family of winegrowers,
Clotilde created her business with her own hands, and
succeeded in making a name for herself and her wines. 
Clotilde grew up on a farm in rural Burgundy, and from an
early age developed a passion for nature, fragrances and
smells. She studied oenology and in 1989 took up a position
as cellar master. In 1992, she acquired her first vines on a
particularly stony plot called "Les Temps Perdus". This is also
the name of the domaine she created in 2005, which today
boasts 30 hectares of Chablis highlights, as well as AOCs
such as Saint-Bris and Irancy. 
She also bottles an excellent Crémant de Bourgogne, her
flagship product. All its wines are among the best that
northern Burgundy has to offer in terms of terroir expression,
distinctive character and technical care.

Chablis Grand Cru, Bougros 
Located northwest of the seven Chablis Grands Crus, this
parcel produces particularly robust wines. 
Complex, mineral, pure aromas, with considerable
development potential; limpid attack, full-bodied
development, great length on the palate due/thanks to chiseled
acidity; already possesses finesse and elegance when young,
but deserves six, eight years in bottle.
